Traveling with a puppy
 
Things to take
Some Pee pee pads for lap and maybe to pee on if porta potty doesn’t work
Soap – I like Powerhouse bathroom foam – in case of a spill of bodily fluids
Paper towels
Plastic gloves
Tupperware pie plate with lid & woodchips – porta potty Note on lid: push butt into pie plate
Plastic bags for you know
Hand sanitizer for all the germy puppy lovers who want to pet
Ginger candy & meclazine in case puppy has motion sickness. Benadryl for sedation if needed.

Bully stick and toys for crate time distractions.

When at the gate, there will be certain people who are drawn to the puppy & want to pet her. Ask them to use the hand sanitizer before touching the puppy. Also ask for their seat numbers and write them down. When you take your seat, be sure that the people around you are dog lovers. If they are not, ask that you be moved or that that the non dog lovers be moved. Ask to sit with the dog lovers. You have the seat numbers. You will have a much more enjoyable trip & your puppy doesn’t need to have negative energy. There will be people who will love to be with your puppy. Read their body language as well as their words. Especially if they are wearing hijab or burka . Most of the time muslims don’t like dogs. If they aren’t reaching out to pet your dog, don’t sit with them even if they say its okay. Okay is not enough. They must love dogs or they don’t get to sit with you. On your layover, put your puppy on the pie plate with the wood chips. Depending on how the puppy has been raised, she may go in the pie plate. Put label on pie plate before leaving reminding yourself to push but over pie plate to contain business. If the puppy has been raised on newspaper, put newspaper in the pie plate. Also check out the flight attendant when you get on. If the flight attendant isn’t loving on you puppy, you might want to attempt to move to another part of the plane, another flight attendant. Reason: You are supposed to keep the puppy in the carrier under the seat. But if you have a good flight attendant s/he will ignore the policy and let you have your puppy in your lap for the flight. I have found that traveling with a dog is so much fun. Traveling 3 across on a crowded plane with a bunch of dog lovers is fabulous. I never get any work done. I’ve made lots of great friends this way.
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
